In September this year, St George’s 
expanded by opening a new campus in 
Neuchâtel (see picture) for students aged 
11 to 18, complementing its existing 
international Montessori school in 
Clarens. An international co-ed day and 
boarding school catering for nearly 500 
students aged between 3 and 18 from 
45 different countries, it offers the IB 
diploma, end of school certificate for 
US College entry, IGCSE and bi-lingual 
programmes in English and French.
	 Dramatic arts, fine arts, music 
and various sports play a major role 
in the school life. The St George’s 
School ski team races in several 
Swiss and international interschool 
championships. The school summer 
camp is described as one of the best in 
the region, with French and English as 
a Foreign Language being taught in 
the mornings, followed by activities 
such as sailing, mountain climbing or 
walking, horse riding and more. The 
camp caters for about 100 boarders and 
100 day children, whether they attend  
St George’s School during the year or 
not.

2010 on the back of his first production. 
I trust you’ll give him the same support 
you’ve all given to me over the years 
- my thanks to all FASC Council and 
committee members, past and present, 
and also to Tiago, our current layout 
expert.
It’s been interesting to watch how FASC 
and the general climate for English-
speakers have changed over the years. 
When I came here, many of the clubs 
were for expatriates, who found the  

 
social framework they provided a life-
saver, while Swiss members appreciated 
the chance to practise their English. All 
that has changed: English is widely used 
everywhere, internet has revolutionised 
ways of making social contact, and 
integration is the name of the game. It’s 
noticeable that FASC’s most successful 
clubs – ASC Locarno and ES/ASC 
Lausanne are good examples - are the 
ones who’ve adapted to the changes and 
now have a broad base of members from 
a variety of countries. This, I believe, is 
the way to the future, and I look forward 
to seeing FASC continue a healthy 
existence as an umbrella for such clubs 
for many more years to come.

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ASC Locarno 
celebrates 75th 
anniversary
1934 was not an easy time to found an 
Anglophone club in Italian-speaking 
Ticino. But a series of presidents 
persevered through WWII and into 
the post-war years when the climate 
became more sympathetic. Mrs Linette 
Meschini, who ran ASC Locarno for a 
remarkable 31 years, presided over the 
heyday of resident British retirees and 
expats, when it was a large and active 
organisation with weekly meetings and 
events. 
Then sterling collapsed and the club 
dwindled until, by 1995, when Linette 
planned to retire, there were fewer 
than 30 members left. Professor Walter 
Snyder took over as president and began 
the long task of rebuilding the club, this 
time with mostly Swiss members. Today 
it is again a thriving organisation, with 

over 80% of its 230 members being 
Swiss, and the others a range of English-
speaking members from many countries.
The ASCL’s 75th anniversary was 
celebrated on a clear, sunny Ticino day 
at the 4-star Belvedere Hotel on 13 June 
2009. Following the AGM, aperitifs 
were served on the lawn for 70 people, 
then dinner was served in the Locanda 
dining room.
Guests included HM Ambassador John 
Nichols and Mrs Susanne Nichols, 
FASC President Fiona Hadfield-Hart and 
Barry Hart, past President Prof Walter 
Snyder and Anna von Rüflingen, 1964-
95 president Mrs Linette Meschini, and 
Mr Claudio Matasci, former officer and 
long-time supporter.
The evening ended with a speech by 
FASC President Fiona on FASC and 
the development of the Locarno Club; 
she then introduced FASC’s patron, HE 
John Nichols, who gave an interesting 
and challenging speech on the position 
of Switzerland in today’s world. Since 
the event was also the season’s closing 

dinner, the current ASCL president Iain 
Wylie closed an enjoyable evening by 
wishing members an excellent summer.

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Bright Shiny Morning
by James Frey
ISBN 978-0-06-157313-2

The title of this novel 
might stand for the 
hopes and expectations 
of the millions of 
people who came to 
Los Angeles since its 
foundation in 1781. 
James Frey tells the 
story of Esperanza, an 

intelligent girl whose parents were illegal 
immigrants from Mexico. To pay her 
college fees, she works as a house-maid 
for a terrible, wealthy old lady. We meet 
Amberton Parker, a famous Hollywood 
actor living with his actress wife and two 
children in Bel Air. Amberton is gay, and 
gets into trouble trying to force a young 
assistant to become his lover. There is 
Old Man Joe, one of 300 homeless from 
Venice Boardwalk, privileged to spend 
his nights in the toilet of a fast-food 
restaurant. All day, he lies on the beach 
drinking Chablis, but his life gets some 
meaning when he helps a beaten-up 
young woman. Finally, there are Dylan 
and Maddie, a young couple who left a 
life without prospects in Ohio. 
Frey keeps up the suspense by alternating 
chapters on his central figures and the 
history of Los Angeles - water supply, 
traffic, natural catastrophes, gangs, and 
showbiz. We learn about the 100’000 
gifted, handsome young people who 
come to LA every year, hoping to start 
a Hollywood career. Most end up as 
waitresses, petrol-pump assistants, 
whatever.
This novel is an easy read, the major 
quality lying in Frey’s ability to create a 
panorama of this mega-city. A must for 
anybody who likes (or dislikes) LA.

Laughing Without 
an Accent
by Firoozeh Dumas 
ISBN 978-0-345-49975-8

If you have not read 
Firoozeh Dumas’ first 
bestselling memoir 
“Funny in Farsi”, you 
should make up for it 
and grab her second 
book. In “Laughing 
Without an Accent” 
she continues to 

recall funny family anecdotes from her 
childhood in Iran up to the present day as 
a mother of American teenagers.
She starts where she stopped in her 
first memoir, recounting her difficulties 
finding a good translator for the Persian 
edition of “Funny in Farsi” to be sold in 
Iran - several passages could easily have 
been misunderstood if translated literally. 
Then in her own witty way she continues 
recalling amusing culture clashes while 
growing up in Iran, going to school in 
the USA, returning to Iran, and finally 
returning to the USA where she marries 
François, a fellow Berkeley student 
from France. Obviously, the cultures of 
Iran and the USA differ greatly. Cultural 
differences seem to pervade Dumas’ life, 
leaving her belonging fully to neither the 
one nor the other culture. “This feeling 
of being on the outside has shaped me 
into a perfect party guest. A roomful 
of strangers? No problem. A roomful 
of strangers who don’t speak the same 
language? No problem. A roomful of 
strangers who have never tried sushi but 
who claim to hate it? A challenge, but I 
could do it.” This entertaining memoir 
offers wonderfully light reading and 
makes you smile immediately.
